There is a record entry of 420 crews this year.  We have been able to find races for 413 of these.  
Unfortunately though we were unable to find races for the following crews and they will get a

The Veteran Handicap system was applied where necessary to make up races and the Veteran 
Championships Rules were also applied in some cases to move crews from IM3 to Open and to 
merge some IM3 and Novice crews together to make races. 
 
Many competitors are doubling or tripling up etc. and we have done our best to accommodate this 
and the various boat shares.  This does mean though that some people will have very quick turn-
rounds.  We appreciate this can be difficult but it is just not possible to give everyone a couple of 
hours between races. 
 
The Provisional Draw is unlikely to change but, if it does, the crews concerned will be informed 
and the changes will be put on the website.
